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1. A 73 /The Bible
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The Bible (the 66 books of the Old and New Testaments) is the inerrant
and infallible Word of God, given by the inspiration of the Holy Spirit.
This Bible is the revelation of God Himself and how He deals with

humanity. Therefore, the Bible is the absolute authority for our faith and
practice. (Ps 19:7; 2 Tim 3:16-17; 2 Pet 1:20-21)

2. 2 9 A /The Trinity
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The God of the Bible eternally exists as the one and only Triune God. The
Triune God eternally exists as one supreme being, self-existing, and in
three persons—the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. We affirm the
confession of the Trinity in the Apostles' Creed and the Nicene-
Constantinopolitan Creed. (Matt 3:16-17; 28:19; 1 Cor 13:14; 2 Thess
2:13-14)

3. ZZ/Creation
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The Triune God directly created the heaven, the earth, and everything in
them by His Word, and they were created in a sinless and "good" state.
Humans are a very special creation made in the "image of God," and God

created humans from the beginning as male and female. (Gen 1; 2:18-25;
Matt 19:4-6; Mark 10:6-8)

4. 2 ¢} A #/Sin and Judgment
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The first humans, created without sin, fell into sin by succumbing to
Satan's temptation, which was humanity's first sin, and became sinners.
Because of the first couple’s fall, all humanity is born with a sin nature.
Therefore, all people are sinners, and everyone who sins by their own will,
according to their sinful nature, is under the bondage of physical and
spiritual death and the judgment of God's wrath. (Gen 1-3; Ps 14:2-3;
51:3-5; Rom 1:18-31; 3:9-18; 23; 5:6, 12-19; 6:23; 1 Cor 15:21-22; Eph
2:1-3)

5. 7-¢/Salvation
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The fundamental reason a sinner, deserving of eternal judgment, can be

saved from his or her sin, flesh, Satan, and the world is not due to human
choice, but because of God's sovereign election of His people. Biblical



salvation is holistic, meaning the salvation of both body and soul/spirit.
God's salvation demonstrates that He 1s love, and this salvific love was
expressed to sinful humanity through Jesus' atoning death. The grace of
salvation is freely given to all who believe in Jesus Christ as their Savior
and Lord, who physically died on the cross for their sins and physically
rose on the third day. The faith that accomplishes salvation does not
require good works, but those who experience saving grace live by serving
God and their neighbors with good works. The ultimate purpose of
humanity's salvation is the glory of God. (Exod 33:19; Isa 43:25; 48:9-11;
Ezek 20:9; Matt 4:17; 5:13-16; 7:17-20; Rom 3:21-31; 8:28-30; 10:9-10;
11:6; 1 Cor 15:3-4; Eph 1:3-14; 2:8-10; 4:16; 2 Tim 1:9; Titus 2:11-14;
3:5)

6. 1L.3]/The Church
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Biblically, the church refers to the universal church, which includes all
saints who have experienced God's salvation, or the local church, which
is a gathering of saved and baptized saints who meet regularly in a
location. As "the body of Christ," the local church should serve the Lord
Jesus as "the head" and operate autonomously under the guidance of the
Holy Spirit. The primary ministries of the local church are to worship God,
nurture the saints as disciples of Jesus, and spread the gospel to the world
while helping the needy. The church’s two offices are
Pastor/Elder/Overseer and Deacon, and two ordinances are baptism and
the Lord’s Supper. Only believers can participate in the two ordinances
(Matt 16:18; 28:19-20; Mark 14:13-21; Luke 4:40; 10:25-37; 22:19-20;
24:46-47; John 4:23; Acts 1:8; 2:38; 11:29; 13:1-5;20:17-28; 1 Cor 11:23-
26; 12:14-25,27; 2 Cor 8:4; Eph 1:12, 22-23; 4:12-13; Phil 1:1; Col 1:28;
2:10; 3:16; 1 Tim 3:1-13; Titus 1:5-7; Heb 12:23; 1 Pet 5:1-2; 1 John 3:17)

7. 3Fd ©] 9=/The Kingdom of God
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The Kingdom of God includes His general sovereign rule over the entire
universe and His special sovereign rule over the saints who acknowledge



Him as King. The Kingdom of God spiritually arrived on this earth with
the first coming of King Jesus and will visibly manifest on this earth at
the time of His second coming in the future. Those who accept Jesus, the
Messiah, as their King with childlike faith have already entered this
kingdom spiritually and are also waiting for the visible manifestation of
God's Kingdom on earth. (Isa 9:6-7; Jer 23:5-6; Matt 3:2; 4:8-10, 23;
12:25-28; 13:1-52; 25:31-46; 26:29; Mark 1:14-15; 9:1; Luke 4:43; 8:1;
